The Government of Gujarat 

under the notification no. GH/SH/81/EPU/2019/949/KH-1 appointed 25th September 2019 as 

the date on which the said amendment has come into force. 

Thereafter from the academic year 2021-22, the academic programmes were commenced in 

phase manner. 

The authorities of the University have also been constituted immediately thereafter as 

required under the said Gujarat Act No. 8 of 2009. 

As per the provision of the Section 39 of the said Act, it is mandatory for the University to 

submit the Annual Report of the University which is supposed to include amongst other 

matter, the steps taken by the University towards the fulfillment of its object and the said 

report is required to be submitted to the State Government. 

Accordingly, the first Annual Report combining 2021 and 2021-22 was submitted in the 

Governing Body through Board of Management on 30th March 2023. Now, it is high time to 

submit the 2nd report of the University for the year 2022-23. Accordingly, the draft of the 2nd 

Annal Report is prepared and submitted to the Governing Body through the Board of 

Management. The members are requested to kindly peruse the detail and approve the same 

report.

I am happy to submit the second Annual Report for the year 2022-23 (from 1st April 2022 to 

31st March 2023) I have already narrated the aims and object in the dream for establishing 

this University in my message incorporated in the first Annual Report. 

I am happy to state that the University has progressed after 2021-22 in many fronts namely in 

terms of number of students, in terms of adding new courses, adding new staff members both 

Teaching & Non-Teaching. The most important part which we have implemented from this 

year is certain measures which are covered under the National Education Policy-2020 are 

implemented on the lines of the directions given by the University Grants Commission and 

the Government of Gujarat and to facilitate to this implementation, whatever infrastructure 

were required have been slowly built-up on the temporary campus of the University. 

Though the Annual Report is for the year 2022-23, I am prompted to update the latest 

development which has taken place in the University. The University has also started 

following programs after 2021-22:  

1. Integrated Master of Business Administration 

2. Integrated Master of Science in Computer Applications & Information Technology 

3. Bachelor of Science in Animation, VFX and Gaming.  

4. Post Basic Bachelor of Science in Nursing 

For the courses in the field of Nursing, which we have started, we have made arrangements 

for practical training to all students of Nursing by having signed the Memorandum of 

Understanding with Shalby Hospitals - Naroda, Devashya Super-specialty Kidney & 

Multispecialty Hospital - Wadaj. In addition to above two Memorandum of Understandings 

we have been posting the students of Nursing College at different levels at Government 

Hospitals also.  

I am also happy to inform that this year the University will go for awarding degree to the first 
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batch of Bachelor of Computer Applications (BCA) and Bachelor of Business Administration 

(BBA), who were admitted in the first year of the commencement of the University. For 

awarding such degrees, we have also the first convocation in the year 2024.  

University was started with 118 students in the academic year 2021-22, and I am happy to 

share that at present 710 students are enrolled in the University. 

Let us hope that, we go very rapidly in the constructive development in the University 

infrastructure. We send the students on the path of progress in the field of Socio-economic 

and Cultural Development. I am sure; I will get continues cooperation, guidance and support 

from the Authorities of the University. At this stage, I also take opportunity to express my 

gratitude towards the Government of the Gujarat and the Education Department for extending 

cooperation and support. 
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Chapter 1: Introduction to Shreyarth University 

The Backdrop 

The most renowned newspaper [and the biggest media house] of Gujarat, namely GUJARAT 

SAMACHAR, is a household name in Gujarat – and all over the world, wherever Gujaratis 

live. One major reason for this is that the promoters are in constant touch with the explicit and 

implicit thought processes and aspirations of the society, especially in Gujarat. This has 

helped them channel their social service efforts in the best possible manner, where the efforts 

would touch the neediest. The Shah family has been very active for over 75 years in this 

endeavor. Understanding the primacy of education in improvement of social conditions, the 

family has been running a number of charities in the education sector, apart from providing 

funds and other support to all who need it, wherever and whenever. A lot of their effort is 

channelized through SHREYARTH FOUNDATION, a Section 25 company, incorporated in 

2017, with registered office in Ahmedabad. 

Establishment of the University 

Looking to the approach of the government to expand the reach and depth of higher 

education, by giving a great opportunity to private universities, Shreyarth Foundation decided 

to establish a university to bring its vision to a reality. In 2019, they sought permission from 

the state government to start SHREYARTH UNIVERSITY, at their large plot of land at 

village Jorajina Muvada, Ta. Prantij, Dist. Sabarkantha. 

The government secured the necessary legislation, in the form of the Gujarat Private 

Universities (Amendment) Act, 2019 (Gujarat Act No. 19 of 2019), and a notification duly 

was published by Education Department, Schivalaya, Gandhinagar on 20th September, 2019 

(Notification Number GH/SH/81/EPU/2019/949/KH), wherein it is mentioned that “in 

exercise of the powers conferred by the Sub Section (2) of Section 1 of the Gujarat Private 

Universities (Amendment) Act, 2019 (Gujarat Act No. 19 of 2019), (hereinafter referred to as 

“the said act”), the Government of Gujarat hereby appoints the dated 25th September, 2019 as 

the date on which the said Act shall come into force.”  

Starting of the University 

The initial time was spent in planning for designing the proper institutional framework for the 

University so that it could offer the best possible world-class education to the aspiring youth, 

but unfortunately the COVID-19 pandemic struck the world, and the country went into a 

lockdown, which proved a great setback for the university’s endeavor to get off to a good 

start. 

Finally, after a year, the effects of the pandemic on the society started waning, and parents 

also started to lose the fear of sending their children to large gatherings – very essential for 

schools and colleges! However, there was a little reluctance to sending their wards to a distant 
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place like This prompted the university to approach the government for permission to operate 

the University at a premises in the center of Ahmedabad city, namely Ashram Road, at a fully 

functional property owned by the family, and government was gracious enough to allow this 

arrangement for three years. 

Programmes 

The members of the Shreyarth Foundation have gathered a great team of academicians, 

administrators and advisors, and detailed deliberations on the needs of the society and its 

immediate, medium-term and long-term requirements, the University decided to introduce 

four major programme streams for immediate offering with the effect from academic year 

2021-22: 

• Bachelor of Business Administration [3 years] 

• Bachelor of Computer Applications [3 years] 

• Bachelor of Science (Nursing) [4 years] 

• General Nursing and Midwifery [3 years]. 

In the year 2022-23, following two programmes are started under its School of Management 

and School of Computer Science and Applications respectively, 

• Integrated Master of Business Administration (IMBA – 5 Years Integrated BBA-MBA 

Course) 

• Integrated Master of Science in Computer Applications and Information Technology 

(IMsc-CA&IT – 5 Years Integrated B. Sc. – M. Sc. in Computer Applications and 

Information Technology course) 

The University managed to create infrastructure for all the courses in a short time, including 

laboratories, library, etc.
